 These books must be in English. 

 Parents will be given a reading log where they can keep track of the books that their children have 

read.  

 At the beginning of the next school year (August 2010) each student will turn in their reading log 

and the total of books will be tallied. 

 

Prizes 

 

 Each student who meets the minimum requirement will receive a prize.  

 The student in each class who reads the most will receive a prize. 

 The class that reads 140 books (PK and KG), 140 hours (1
st
 and 2

nd
) or 200 hours (3

rd
 and 4

th
) will 

receive a class prize. 

 The class that reads the most books or hours total will receive a class prize.
